Representatives of both groups are
staffing tables with information about
their bids and hosting parties where

they invite you to come and talk to
them about why you should vote for
them.

The Site Selection voting table is lo-
cated Exhibition Hall A and is open
as follows:

Thursday 1300 to 1800
Friday 1000 to 1800
Saturday 1000 to 1900

(Last chance to vote!)

In order to vote, you must| pay an
Advance Supporting Memb ership fee
of ©~ 5,000 (US$45). This fee makes
you a suppoarting member of the
2009 Worldcon no matter who wins
the election. This means you will get
all of the 2009 Worldcon's publica-
tions and you will be eligible to
nominate on| the 2009 and 2010
Hugo Awards/vote on the final ballot
for the 2009| Hugo Awards, and to
vote to choose the site of the 2011
Worldcon. Voters are also |guaran-
teed the right (for a limited time) to
convert their supporting me mb ership
to an attending membership for a
reduced cost.

The election [ends at 1900 (7 PM)
Saturday. The results will be an-
nounced at the WSES Business Meet-
ing at 1000 Sunday morning.
