Robert Anson Heinlein
On the shoulders of giantsE

This year marks 100 years since the birth of Robert Anson Heinlein, and
there® no doubt that he left his mark on the field of Science Fiction, but
in what ways has his writing influenced the genre, and how will his works
influence coming generations of writers and readers? That was the ques-
tion put forth in Friday Morning® Panel: Robert Anson Heinlein: His Im-
pact on Us. David Silver, president of the Heinlein Society, moderated
the panel, and each of the panelists (Farah Mendlesohn, Kari Maund, G.
David Nordley, and Dr. Keith G. Kato) discussed at length how they
came to know and appreciate Heinlein® writing.

The panelists praised Heinlein® ability to push the envelope a little far-
ther with each story, as well as his diverse cast of characters, which in-
cluded protagonists of many races, genders, and orientations. Kari
Maund cited what she called (Heinlein® LawQ namely, CSin is hurting
other people,Oand that apart from that, prett anything goes.
There was also much discussi
ters. Not everyone ag
but all agreed tha eal'to advance the portraya
protagonists in he panelists also noted that the ge
today suffers f 2 of the sort of optimistic, inclusive future
often described in Heinlein®@ work.
