two or three year course, with the two-year being the much tougher.

The smaller places send theilr clesses, in
sections, to the public facilities, there to be housed by the State or
City, to 2id at the Hospitals, ond to learn that particular specialty.

For lnstance, Saginew Genersl hes prrt of the 163 class learning
pediatrics at Children's Hospitsl in downtown Detroit right now. Later
on they will go to a local Saginaw 0ld Folk's Home, then to LaPeer
Hospital for the feeble-minded and then to ¥Ypsilanti State Hospiteal
for the Insr~ne. ' ;

During all this, they have to maintain academic standards, pass
mid-terms, finels, specizl tests and keep up The Good Work: And if
they bear up with it enough, at the end of three yeesrs, they get s
slightly different cap or stripe for the cap, end a2 pin, and they are
Registered Nurses, Carrlers of the Lamp, etc. '

After passing o Regency exam if they move to a2 different state,
and passing the Examiners Board in whatever Clinic or Hospitel they
choose to work in, they do the good work. Unfortunctely, a certsin
percentage of even them move on to other fields, go into private pra-
ctice, get married ~nd/or Just cuit. Therefore the Hospitals are still
receiving only a dribble of the Nurses that graduate. AMA or no IMA,
