Tomorrow, you remember, was &n excellent pubiication, eventuslly printed, put out

by the SFA boys in Great Britain. This piece was submitted in 1937. The editers

Much has been said about Esperanto, practically nothing &bout shorthand. And.
yet, the immediate value of shorthgnd exceeds that of the univers~el language, and
it is surprising that so few people can write it. .

I sghall discuss only Gregg shorthend. It has profited by the migtakes of other
eystems, and I might elmost say that, &s nearly as the Lnglish language allows, it
is perfect. It has been adapted to meny other lenguages, including Esperanto. I
might say that it will n.wer replece printing, for the seme rcason that script never
has: It cannot be erlit up into indiviival charactors for the linotypc. However I
firmly believe that tho abbroviating principle, ascd in shorthand, also works in
speech, cvidenced by tho commonnnss of "th'", and general accopitance of contrac—
tions. By tho same trend, &n ancient siz- or soven-ayllabl d nam- has now shrunk
to Cody. S-f storics heve, spokon of the stats of Neva, and N'yawk City. As for
shorthand its~lf, it is woll adant~d to &1l tho pur;oc's for which wo now usc script,
though it must bo writton somowhe: moro carofully. This wi'l be seen later in this
article. Grammer is reduced to a minimam. lMany wcede like "magnificent" and "mag-
nificence" are written alike, vecause their use in a sentence will determine which
word is intended. The abbreviating Priniple is uso~d to the fullest, Fractically
all letters, alone, stand for at least one word, and & indicates "arat "our', or
"hour"; but who could confuse them in a senteuce? For long words enly enough of
the outline is written to distinguish i%, thus "ostab®, "enlend" (spelled k-a-l-e-
nd), "attrid", and "blvd."

G isg pronounced "gay" end never
has the J sound of orthodox English. Ch is really & consonant in its own right,
companion to J, and is recognized as such, being given & sign and pronounced "chay".
No such useless characters as Q get a look-in. &h, proneunced "ish", ig not strictly
a consonant [ﬁow different wéuld be the organization and material of this erticle
if I wrote it now!

Some of you may never have scen or noticed what Grogg shorthand looks like, It
is difficult to dosceride on a-typcwritor.‘ Somec characters arc curves (whieh brosk
faster toward tho ond, as in longhand ) while fower are straight lincs. Vovicls are
circles, ellipscs rather, and U-shaped hooks, Onc letber, H, is a dot over the fol-
lowing vowel; and often omitted. Some consonants are written forwakd along the line
of writing, or.slanting Blightly upward., Others are written downward with e gmall -
backward slant, just as you would write a figure 1. Aunother way of dietinguighing
between characters ig by the size. For instance, N, M, and men-mem 8re all forward,
